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Japan's economic and political
recovery and avoided the harsh terms
that could have pushed it toward an
alliance with the Soviet bloc.
This study examines Australia's stance
on the peace treaty with Japan, a
position that was both complex and
pivotal in the history of its post-WWII
foreign policy.

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Abstract
After World War II, the Far East
underwent significant political
transformations. Liberation

movements emerged across the region,
striving to break free from the grip of
old colonial powers. The influence of
traditional colonial empires like Great
Britain and France waned, and their
place was taken by the United States
and the Soviet Union, which emerged
as new, competing hegemonic powers.
The success of the 1949 Chinese
Communist Revolution was a pivotal
moment in the American-Soviet
rivalry. This event posed a significant
threat to American influence in the
region and fueled fears among U.S.
policymakers that the Chinese model
would spread to other nations. This
prompted Washington to re-evaluate
its political approach toward the
region's countries, especially Japan. To
counter the rising tide of communism
in the Far East, American politicians
sought to reintegrate Japan into the
political arena. After its status was
frozen and the country was occupied
following the war, the U.S. signed a
peace treaty with Japan, aiming to
return it to the regional political stage
to confront Chinese communist
expansion.
